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The Add New Instance section is used to create additional network interfaces. To create a new
interface, simply enter a custom name for it and click the 'Add' button.

Physical settings

The configuration by default generates a routing
table entry. In this field you can alter the metric of
that entry. Lower metric means higher priority.

Override MAC address of the interface. For
example, your ISP (Internet Service Provider) gives
you a static IP address and it might also bind it to
your computers MAC address (i.e., that IP will only
work with your computer but not with your router).
In this field you can select your computer’s MAC
address and fool the gateway in to thinking that it is
communicating with your computer. You can select
the MAC address of a currently connected
computer, or use a custom one. When changing
MAC address on LAN interface be careful to avoid
MAC address collisions.

Maximum Transmission Unit (MTU) - specifies the
largest possible size of a data packet.
