MiniUPnP ACLs

ACLs specify which external ports may be redirected to which internal addresses and ports.

There are two preconfigured rules, one to allow high ports, and another to deny the rest. Highest
priority is at the top of a list and goes down. To add another specific rule, click the 'Add' button.
